We cordially invite you to the fifty-second annual scientific meeting of the Anglo-German Medical 
Society in Durham.  
 
Described by travel writer Bill Bryson as the perfect little city, the city of Durham has been 
strategically important since Roman times to defend the northern frontier of the Roman Empire. 
The Norman castle (1072 AD) and Cathedral (1093 AD) both defend the border and at the same 
time guard the relics of St Cuthbert, brought here by the monks of Lindisfarne in 999 AD in flight 
from the Vikings.

Ärztevereinigung in Durham ein.

Filme als Drehorte von Hogwarts. 
 
Collingwood College ist Teil der University of 
Durham. Diese 1832 gegründete Universität ist nach Oxford und Cambridge die drittälteste

ACCOMMODATION 
 
Our accommodation at Collingwood College has been awarded a three-diamond rating from the 
English Tourism Council, and consists of several single rooms with full en-suite amenities, each 
with a private shower, toilet, washbasin and tea/coffee-making facilities. Another sixteen rooms 
with full en-suite amenities are designed for twin occupancy, with two designed for wheelchair 
users. Kitchenettes with microwaves are also available for guests’ convenience. A limited number 
of car parking spaces are available. Please note that there are no major hotels in the vicinity.

DIRECTIONS TO COLLINGWOOD COLLEGE FOR ARRIVAL BY 
ROAD, RAIL, AIR AND SEA  

 
 
Location – Collingwood College, South Road, Durham, DH1 3LT. 
 
Car 
 
From the A1(M) Take the A690 turning signposted Durham. Continue straight on (3rd exit)  
heading South across the first roundabout and at the next roundabout take the left turn slip road 

across the bridge. Continue along this road through five sets of traffic lights. 
Collingwood College is the third turning on the left hand side. 

 
From the A1(M)  Take the A177 turning signposted Bowburn and Peterlee. This is the junction 
heading North with the Durham RoadChef Services area. Take the A177 exit from the roundabout 

(2nd turning), signposted Bowburn. The road will take you through Bowburn village 
and on to Shincliffe village. Follow the road for about 4 miles until it reaches a 
roundabout and take the first exit. You will pass the University Science site on the 
left and reach a set of traffic lights. Turn left at these lights and proceed up the hill. 
Collingwood College is the third left turn, which is just after the hill flattens out. 

 
From the A167 Take the turning signposted Durham at the roundabout where the A167 and A177 

meet. Follow the A177 towards the City Centre and, after approximately 1 mile, turn 
right into Collingwood College. 

 
If you are arriving by car, the college has 130 car parking spaces. However these are used by college staff 
and other guests and so are subject to availability. A turning circle at the entrance is available for guests' easy 
access. There is a Park and Ride car park located approximately 5 minutes walk from the college. 
 
Bus The Arriva no. 5 or 5A bus to Darlington runs every 15 minutes from Durham Bus 

Station and stops outside College (ask for "Colleges" or "Hollingside Lane").  
 
Rail Durham station lies on the East Coast main line, one stop south of Newcastle. The 

high-speed service takes under 3 hours from London King's Cross. At least 14 trains 
travel from London to Durham daily. 
There are also regular, direct services from Leeds, Doncaster, Sheffield, Manchester, 
Liverpool, and Birmingham. 
Durham Train station is in the centre of Durham and 5 minutes walk to Durham Bus 
Station. Collingwood College is a 5-minute taxi ride (about £3) from Durham 
Station. Alternatively, the walk from the station through town will take about 30 
minutes. There is a tourist map on the platform. 

 
Air  The nearest airports are Newcastle upon Tyne and Durham Tees Valley. Newcastle 

airport is linked to Durham by Metro and rail via Newcastle Central station. 
Travellers into Durham Tees Valley can take a taxi or Arriva no. 12 bus to 
Darlington railway station, with regular connections to Durham.  
Manchester airport station offers hourly direct trains taking 2¾ hours to Durham. 
Alternatively it is possible to fly to London Stansted or Gatwick and fly on to 
Newcastle International, or follow the directions by road from the south or by rail. 

 
Sea DFDS Seaways operate a daily overnight ferry service from Amsterdam (IJmuiden) 

to Newcastle (North Shields).
